Assistance Program” from 3:00 PM to 4:00 PM on Tuesdays, Wednesdays, and Thursdays. We
believe that such a program is a positive enhancement in our school. We recommend that your child
take advantage of this service offered by the school. This is an opportunity for students to get extra
help in the classes they are struggling with. Students may read AR books but only after they have
completed their homework and had it reviewed by the tutor in charge. Students attending the
program are expected to remain for the entire period unless they have a note from you stating that
they may leave after they have completed all of their homework and the tutor in charge has checked
it. Students are to sign in and sign out and write down their arrival and departure time. Students
involved in extra-curricular activities may sign out early if they have permission with the tutor in
charge and go to practice.

We also suggest that you check your child’s school planner for their daily assignments. Your child is
expected to write the assignments in their planner for each class.
